For show and tell we had on hand a Tamiya Humvee cargo type 1/48™, Tamiya Komatsu
G40 Bulldozer 1/48", Skunkmodels Md3 Navy Tractor 1/48", Monogram 53 Ford Victoria,
HMS Titanic, 1925 Model T, and a Revell Van.

We also got into a long discussion on whether our web site is up and running and since our
webmaster Glen was here today he up dated us to the fact that our web page is up and
running with no viruses or problems that he knows of.

We also discussed getting a copy of are newsletter to the hobby shops for display. Shaun
thought he could get a copy to Thunder Road and Major’s | could drop off a copy to MVR.

We also had on hand a Tamiya Panther 1/48" which | have put on Photoect Zimmeret. This
is my first time venture in this region of the hobby and it gives the model a pretty neat look. My
biggest problem with it you only have one shot at getting it right. Most of mine went on about
right and | can’t wait to get it painted to see what it look likes.

The theme of this meeting was figures by shaun, with Richard and | bringing a figure to do a
hands on demonstration. The paint he uses is Delta Creative which can be bought either at
Michaels or Hobby Lobby. This is basically a water base paint. He got a question about spray
painting with it and he thought it could be done by thinning with windshield washer solution.

He doesn’t thin his paint when he is doing a figure he mainly dry brushes his figures. Starting
with the eyes he likes to use Ivory instead of white and whenever possible he will use Sharpies
permanent extra fine point markers for the black eyes and eye brows. After the meeting | found
a full set for about $16 at Walmart. For the face use at least three different skin color tones
starting with the darkest color first. Next would be uniforms mine was white so he said to start
with light blue dry brushing back in with white, Kaki Brown with dark brown, Gray with black,
Green with dark green, yellow with orange, ect. For his brushes he uses old brushes with the
bristles cut short so as to not get to much paint in the brush. | got my figures eyes started
pretty well but they kind of had that bird look to them, but maybe I'll get it right with a little
practice.

Heres a picture for the next newsletter. It's likely to scare small children, so be careful. Some random
observations on East Coast modeling. The shows are much larger due to the higher population density on the
East coast. A blinding flash of the obvious perhaps, but one reason that the shows and conventions here are so
much bigger. It isn't that the shows are better run or better advertised, there are just more people in a reasonable
driving distance.

places like HobbyWorks or HobbyTown where you are just a face walking in the door and plastic is not their major
product. Piper's was packed this Saturdy and you can always get some interesting pointers on painting or
building techniques. One of the employee's spent nearly an hour with one customer new to Vallejo paints helping
him match Fleet Air Arm colors. Clubs are not that different except that they are huge by comparison, IPMS
NOVA and DC have something like 100 members on their books, although they don't all come to the same
meeting. | have not been able to make more than one club meeting here due to homework and traffic. This
semester is much easier, but we make up for it by traveling all over the world looking at tanks and other combat
vehicles. Okay, so there is an upside, but | digress. The real killer is traffic. You can't get from southeast DC
leaving at 5:30 to Fairfax in Virginia in time for a 7:30 meeting.

Kit review: Japanese Navy Komatsu G40 Bulldozer 1/48

The kit only has two sprues A and B, the tracks and the road wheels are one
piece. Has optional lights and a metal transfer for the front grill for the 1IN. All
the pin marks are in the right location to be hidden after construction. First thing |
did was to scuff up the seat to give that worn look. Total time to build was about
six to seven hours and the model when finished is the cutest model you have
ever seen. No major fit problems and it went together pretty quickly. | still need to
get it painted.
